 Ratification of CRPD in 2008 – still not accepted, in practise not  implemented

 Education law since 2006 -allows inclusive education

 September 2016 will bring the same amount of money following children regardless the type of 
schools  -  throught amendment to the ed. Act

 Existence of two paralel systems

 Limit -  level of disability

 Schools/ teachers don´t receive appropriate support



Parents 
 2 choices – unprepared mainstream schools x special schools with their competency

 bear costs – transportation, teacher´s assistants, material, time 

 have very limited support from experts
